Population in Global Perspective 

· Demography - the study of the size, composition, growth, and distribution of human populations.

· Will our planet be able to support its growing population?

A Planet With No Space 
to Enjoy Life?

· Malthus Theorem - while population grows geometrically, the food supply increases only arithmetically.

· If births go unchecked, the population will outstrip its food supply.

· Exponential Growth Curve - if growth doubles during equal intervals of time, it suddenly accelerates. 
Why Are People Starving?

· The amount of food produced for each person in the world is now much more than it was in 1950.

· Starvation does not occur because the earth produces too little food.

· Starvation occurs because particular places lack food.

Population Growth

· The Least Industrialized Nations are growing 15 times faster than the Most Industrialized Nations.

· In the Least Industrialized Nations, motherhood is a prized status.

· Population pyramids - depict a country’s population by age and sex.

Demographic Variables

· Fertility rate - the number of children women are capable of bearing.

· Crude death rate - the number of deaths per 1000 population. 

· Net Migration rate - the difference between the number of immigrants and emigrants per 1000 population.

· One of every 12 Americans was born in another country. 
The Development of Cities

· Cities on a large scale originated about 3500 B.C., about the same time writing was invented.

· The key to the development of cities is the development of efficient agriculture.

· City - a place in which a large number of people are permanently based and do not produce their own food.

Urbanization

· The key to the origin of cities is the development of efficient agriculture.

· A city - a place in which a large number of people are permanently based and do not produce their own food.

· Urbanization - masses of people moving to cities and those cities have a growing influence on society.
U.S. Urban Patterns

· The U.S. Census Bureau has divided the country into 284 metropolitan statistical areas. 

· Gentrification - the movement of middle class people into rundown areas of a city.

· Human ecology - how people adapt to their environment.

Models of Urban Growth

· The Concentric Zone Model - a city expands outward from its center.

· The Sector Model - a concentric zone made up of several sectors all competing for the same land. 
· The Multiple Nuclei Model - cities have several centers, each containing some specialized activity.

· The Peripheral Model - portrays the impact of radial highways on the movement of people.
City Life: Alienation and Community

· Community - a feeling of belonging.

· Alienation - a sense of not belonging.

· Urban dwellers live in anonymity.

· The personal freedom that the city provides comes at the cost of alienation.

· The city is divided into little worlds that people come to know.

· People create a sense of intimacy by personalizing their city.

· Urban dwellers try to avoid intrusions from strangers.
Urban Problems and Social Policy

· The primary problems of urban life are poverty, decay, and general decline.

· Suburbanization - people moving from cities to suburbs.

· As people move out of the city, jobs and businesses follow, leaving ghettos behind.
Suburban Flight

· Redlining - afraid of loans going bad, banks drew a line on a map around a problem area and refused to make loans there.

· Disinvestment - withdrawal of investment.

· Deindustrialization - a process by which fewer people work in manufacturing. In turn, these companies move to other countries.
